Calhoun County residents are invited to participate in the third annual Recyclerama on Saturday, April 26th from 9AM to 1PM.  This event will be held rain or shine at Kellogg Community College’s parking lot H located at 450 North Ave., Battle Creek, Michigan.  Please enter the event through the circle drive off of North Avenue.  

Everyone can play a role in keeping waste out of our landfills by following the principals of reduce, reuse, and recycle.  Finding a way to reduce the amount of waste you produce is the first step, as it saves natural resources, protects the environment, and will save you money in the long run.  For example, purchase items in bulk, or items that have less packaging.  
Reusing is the next step in this process.  Examples of reusing include buying used clothing, fixing your items instead of purchasing new products, or packing your own silverware and dishes in your lunch instead of using disposable items.  
The final step, recycling, is the process of collecting items that would be trash and processing the materials into new products.  This step keeps items out of the landfill and conserves our natural resources.  By participating in these actions, you can help sustain the environment for future generations.  Recyclerama will help you engage in both reusing and recycling.

· Oil and Lead based paint
· Pesticides/Herbicides
· Medications

· Latex paint

· Bicycles

· Clothing 

· Appliances

· Fire extinguishers

· Small propane cylinders

· Tube and CFL light bulbs

· Items containing mercury


· Motor oil
· Cleaners/Caustics/Solvents

· Sharps-inside plastic coffee container/laundry detergent bottle with lid or approved sharps container

· Clean polystyrene (Styrofoam#6)-NO packing peanuts

· Tires-NO rims, car and truck tires only (7 tire limit per vehicle/trailer unless you have a haulers license)

Please make sure that you safely transport your materials to Recyclerama and place your chemicals in an appropriate container.  Unless you have a license for hauling tires, you are limited to 7 tires in your vehicle or trailer.  Sharps will not be accepted if they are in a plastic bag.  They need to be in a rigid container to protect the staff and volunteers.  
We will not be collecting newspaper, cardboard, glass, metal, and 
plastic at this event.

Please visit the recycling center located at the Road Department building at 13300 15 Mile Rd.in Marshall or participate in the one weekend a month collections held at Bedford Township, Clarence Township, and Pennfield Township, and the Village of Athens offices to dispose of those items.  Bedford Township recycles the 2nd Saturday, Clarence Township recycles the 3rd Saturday, and Pennfield Township and the Village of Athens recycle on the 4th Saturday.
