Bids will then be opened and publicly announced for the construction of a certain drain known and designated as the “Huckleberry Drain.”

No work will take place from Station 29+40 to Station 43+71.  Then continuing from Station 43+72 to Station 44+42, consisting of a 6’5” x 4’4” metal pipe arch.  Then continuing from Station 44+43 to Station 56+50, consisting of deadfall removal from the existing water course.  No work will take place from Station 56+51 to Station 78+39.  Then continuing from Station 78+40 to Station 84+50, consisting of an open ditch having a consistent bottom width of 2 foot, 2:1 side slopes and an average depth of 0.75 feet.
All stations are 100 feet apart.
