ADOPTED:   October 18, 2012 by Board of Commissioners 
EFFECTIVE: November 1, 2012

PURPOSE:  

WHEREAS, experience in Calhoun County has shown that it is extremely difficult to properly and safely maintain traffic when certain construction is carried out within the road right-of-way during the winter months, and

WHEREAS, experience has shown that restoration of the traveled surface and the immediate adjoining areas, adequate to meet traffic needs, cannot be made satisfactory during the winter months, and

WHEREAS, experience has shown that disruption of highway structure and sub-structure is magnified when sub-surface construction is carried out within portions of the road right-of-way during the winter months.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that it shall be the policy of the Calhoun County Road Commission to restrict sub-surface construction within all County controlled road right-of-ways during the winter season as follows:

1. The winter season shall be generally defined as that portion of the year beginning on the 
Fifteenth of November and extending to the date that restricted load limit enforcement is 
removed on the county road system.

2. The restriction shall include any construction which would disrupt the traveled road 
surface or that 
portion of the road right-of-way within five feet of a traveled surface.

3. These restrictions shall not apply to emergency repair of existing utilities or to that 
construction which is essential to the provision of direct customer service, and which 
could not have been scheduled other than during the season of prohibition.

4. Any construction carried out under the above exception must be approved, based on a 
special permit obtained from the Calhoun County Road Commission in advance of actual 
construction, except in the case of an emergency repair.  Such permits will be issued 
with restrictions adequate to protect the interests of the motoring public and the 
physical facilities of the Calhoun County Road Commission.

5. In issuing permits for winter construction, consideration will be given to the nature of the 
service being provided by the road which would be disrupted by the proposed 
construction.  Both the classifications of the road and the traffic volume carried by 
the road will govern the extent of construction restriction.

6. Work begun under this policy prior to November 15, will be permitted to continue under 
construction on a day-to-day basis until the contractor is notified to modify or cease 
operations by the Calhoun County Road Commission.
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
