 (Former Policy #8 of Calhoun County Road Commission; adopted: June 30, 1987;
amended: March 6, 2010)
ADOPTED:  October 18, 2012 by Board of Commissioners 
EFFECTIVE: November 1, 2012

WHEREAS, the Road Commission is more frequently getting requests from the Township and Village units of government to secure signs other than required warning and regulatory, and

WHEREAS, these special signs such as "WATCH FOR FIRE TRUCKS" or VILLAGE DESIGNATION, etc. are of benefit only to the respective unit of government.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that from this day forward such requests will be taken care of by the Road Commission as to securing the signs and installation thereof with the respective Township or Village unit of government to be responsible for all of the said costs along with future maintenance thereof.

Further, if said signs are not adequately maintained at the expense of the respective unit of government (Village or Township) said signs shall be removed.
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
