SUBJECT:   ROAD CLOSURES FOR TRAFFIC EMERGENCIES

 (Former Policy #18 of Calhoun County Road Commission; adopted:  September 4, 1996; 
reviewed: March 6, 2010)
ADOPTED:  October 18, 2012 by Board of Commissioners 

EFFECTIVE: November 1, 2012

PURPOSE:
The Road Commission will erect barricades and lights while local policing agencies conduct investigations of serious collisions.  Because this work is immediate in nature and outside the normal maintenance work done by the Road Commission, it is appropriate that the costs to do such work are recovered.  Since traffic collisions usually have one party designated for being at fault, it is appropriate that the Road Commission recovers its costs from that driver or their insurance carrier.

GUIDELINES:
In order for the Road Commission to close roads in traffic collision emergencies, certain guidelines are necessary:

1. All work must be done on a fully reimbursable basis.  Cost to do the work must include wages, fringes, equipment rental, materials, overhead and a 15% cost-of-doing business factor.

2. All work will be done per Calhoun County Road Commission standards and regular maintenance procedures.

3. The cost to do an emergency road closing will be billed to the insurance carrier of the driver determined to be at fault.  If there is no insurance, then the cost will be billed to the driver or their estate directly.

4. If no driver is declared to be at fault, the cost will be divided equally among all of the drivers involved and billed accordingly.

5. If payment in full is not made within 30 days of invoice, the invoice will be forwarded to the Road Commission's collection agent for follow-up.
