POLICY STATEMENT 510
SUBJECT:   USE OF CELLULAR TELEPHONES

(Former Policy #25 of Calhoun County Road Commission; adopted: March 6, 2010; 

amended: February 15, 2010)
ADOPTED:  October 18, 2012 by Board of Commissioners 

EFFECTIVE: November 1, 2012

PURPOSE:
Calhoun County Road Commission employees must be constantly alert and aware of their surroundings, as they perform safety sensitive work in areas of moving traffic, road right-of-way, maintenance, construction zones, inspections, and on-site yard operations.
GENERAL PROVISIONS:
The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) and Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration (PHMSA) issued a final rule that restricts the use of hand-held mobile telephones by interstate commercial motor vehicle (CMV) drivers and intrastate hazmat drivers.
Use of hand-held personal or Road Commission cellular telephones by employees while operating a commercial motor vehicle/equipment is prohibited except in the event of an emergency.  

Use of personal cellular telephones by employees during working hours should be limited to emergencies only.  All calls must be made prior to operating equipment or while on breaks.
The Managing Director will determine those employees/crews who will be issued Road Commission cellular telephones.  All cellular equipment and services purchased requires prior approval by the Managing Director.

Road Commission issued cellular telephones are intended for business purposes and personal use should be kept to a minimum.  If unforeseen circumstances develop where an employee must use it for personal business, it is at the discretion of the Managing Director to determine if reimbursement by the employee to the Road Commission is necessary.
Inappropriate use of personal and/or Road Commission issued cellular telephones will be determined by the Managing Director and may result in disciplinary action.
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
