SUBJECT:	DRIVEWAY CULVERTS INSTALLATION REQUIREMENTS                 (Former Policy #28 of Calhoun County Road Commission; ADOPTED: August 4, 2010) 

ADOPTED:  October 18, 2012 by Board of Commissioners 

EFFECTIVE: November 1, 2012

PURPOSE:  

The Calhoun County Road Commission (CCRC) may require residents to install driveway culverts to prevent water and flooding issues on county roads, as well as on the property of adjacent homeowners/landowners. 

GENERAL PROVISIONS:

New Driveway Construction: Once an application for a new residential or commercial driveway permit is received, the Permit Department will conduct an on-site inspection to determine if a culvert is required at this time. Culvert installation may be waived if natural water flow is present and/or there is no ditch line. 

If culvert installation is not required at this time, the permit will include the following clause: “If flooding occurs or the Calhoun County Road Commission conducts ditching along this roadside, it will be the responsibility of the homeowner/landowner to install a driveway culvert. 

When it is found that a new residential or commercial driveway has been built without a CCRC permit, the homeowner/landowner is required to secure a driveway permit from CCRC through the application process. The Permit Department will conduct an on-site inspection to determine if a culvert is required. If culvert installation is necessary, the homeowner/landowner will be responsible for all costs associated with the culvert installation, as well as meeting the completion date set forth by the Permit Department. In the event the homeowner/landowner does not comply, CCRC will install or subcontract the installation of the driveway culvert at the homeowner’s/landowner’s expense. 

Existing Driveways during a Construction or Maintenance Project: When an existing driveway does not have a culvert and it has been determined by CCRC personnel that a culvert is needed, the original permit issued will be checked by the Permit Department for the culvert responsibility clause. If the clause is present, culvert installation will be at the homeowner’s/landowner’s expense. If the clause is not present on the original permit, culvert installation will be performed with no direct charge to the homeowner/landowner.
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
