SUBJECT:   PERMIT GUIDELINES FOR GOVERNMENTAL UNITS
 (Former Policy #29 of Calhoun County Road Commission; ADOPTED: April 23, 1991; 
AMENDED: August 4, 2010)

ADOPTED:  October 18, 2012 by Board of Commissioners 

EFFECTIVE: November 1, 2012


PURPOSE:

The following guidelines are adopted to provide a uniform procedure for reviewing, inspecting, and charging other governmental units when public utilities (sewer, water mains, etc.) are placed in the road right-of-way.

GUIDELINES:

1.	The governmental unit must apply for a permit to construct within the right-of-way, as 	required by the Calhoun County Road Commission's Permit Department.

2.	Permit holders must comply with all specifications and provisions included in the permit, 	in 	accordance with the Calhoun County Road Commission's Permit Department	.

3.	The Board of County Road Commissioners of the County of Calhoun, Michigan must be 	named insured on the insurance policy for liability.  A copy of the insurance certificate 	will be submitted to the Calhoun County Road Commission.  Minimum limits of liability 	shall be:

The certificate provided must indicate the name of the insurance company, policy number, policy period, policy descriptions, and be signed by the insurance agent.

4.	A three (3) year road restoration guarantee bond must be submitted in favor of the Board of 	County Road Commissioners of the County of Calhoun, Michigan in the specified amount 	which will be determined by the Calhoun County Road Commission according to the 	construction involved in the project.

5.	The Calhoun County Road Commission’s Permit and Engineering Departments will review 	the plans, specifications and proposal and recommend any changes.  When these 	changes have been made, the Permit Department will recommend it for issuance to the 	Board of Calhoun County Road Commissioners.  Upon the Board's approval, the right is 	granted to the applicant to do the work as prescribed on said permit and accompanying 	plans.

6.	Calhoun County Road Commission personnel will make periodic inspections during 	construction of the project to insure that the roads are being replaced as specified.  The 	frequency and timing of these inspections will be at the discretion of the Calhoun County 	Road Commission.

7.	No permit fee or review fee will be charged for these projects.  However, the governmental 	unit shall pay the Calhoun County Road Commission for its inspection costs as follows:

	a.	If the governmental unit is paying for the project with 50% or more local funds, 				Calhoun County Road Commission's inspection costs charged to the governmental unit 		will be calculated using the inspector’s actual hours charged to the project multiplied by 		his hourly rate at the time of inspection.

	b.	If the governmental unit is paying for the project with more than 50% grant money or 		"other than local funds," Calhoun County Road Commission's inspection costs charged 		to the governmental unit will be all actual inspection costs charged to the project, 			including labor, fringes, materials, equipment rental and overhead.

	c.	The Calhoun County Road Commission will invoice the governmental unit monthly for 		said inspection charges.  Detailed accounting of the Calhoun County Road 					Commission's inspection costs will be furnished upon request.
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
